Our 20th year has been marked 

with some wonderful accom-

plishments so far.  We were 

given the honor of being the host 

site for the 1,000th HOME Cam-

paign house built to recognize 

the accomplishments of all 33 

Oregon affiliates since the first 

Oregon affiliate was founded 25 

years ago.  The 1,000th home is 

also being built as an Apostles 

Build where several churches 

from different denominations are 

sharing their resources & volun-

teer time & energy, and putting 

their faith into action.

In March of this year we opened 

our ReStore selling new and 

used building materials and re-

lated items that are donated to us 

for resale to the general public.  

There are about 19 Habitat Re-

Stores in the state, supporting 

the mission of affiliates to pro-

vide basic, affordable housing 

for low-income families in our 

community.  The Springfield/

Eugene HFH ReStore is open 

Tuesday ï Saturday from 10 am 

ï 6 pm.  Donated items are ac-

cepted until 5 pm on days the 

store is open.  Some donation 

pickup is offered as well.  Call 

the ReStore at 541/344-4803 for 

details. 
 

Then on June 5 we celebrated 

the start of our first Women 

Build in a decade with the 

groundbreaking ceremony on the 

Silvey home, the 6th home being 

build in Meyer Estates.  We ap-

plaud the women dedicating 

themselves to this build and their 

openness to contributions of 

funds and labor from men.  We 

also congratulate them on help-

ing secure Wells Fargo as a pri-

mary sponsor for the Women 

Build house. (continued on page 2)  

 

After 28 days of rain, the 

blue skies pushed away gray 

clouds and blessed the 

Silveyôs groundbreaking 

with sun and 65 degree 

weather.

The Family Selection Committee is accepting appli-

cations to become Habitat homeowners. 

Applicants are selected based on 3 criteria:  Need, 

Willingness to Partner, and Ability to Pay. Need 

includes determination of the need for housing and 

the applicantôs income. Factors such as substandard 

conditions, overcrowding, or paying more than 30% 

of oneôs income for housing are considered. Per-

sons/families with income levels from 30% - 60% 

of the area median income, adjusted for family size, 

are eligible. Willingness to Partner is most promi-

nently reflected through the sweat equity require-

ment of 400 hours for a one-adult family and 500 

hours for a family with two or more adults who will 

live in the house. Ability to Pay is a combination of 

credit history/debt load and income stability. Addi-

tionally, applicants must currently live in our ser-

vice area or have worked in it for at least a year, and 

be a citizen or legal resident of the US.

Their support in launching 

the ReStore, their foresight in setting 

house production goals, their backing 

of the Willamette Valley Blues and 

Brews Festival, and their leadership in 

organizing the Women Build are all 

indications of individual and collective 

commitment to Habitat and its mission. 

 

Scores of 

volunteers are lining up to help with the 

Women Build, the 1,000th/Apostles 

Build, and the WV Blues and Brews 

Festival. Our ReStore couldnôt operate 

without the steady and committed work 

of its many volunteers. Our new offices 

are crowded at times with volunteers 

lining up other volunteers for special 

projects, helping organize and manage 

a mountain of volunteer applications 

and other paperwork, helping develop 

leads for ads to go into the WVBBF 

program, and in many other ways.  The 

other evening we had 3 committees 

meeting at the same time in our offices 

ï and we had room for everyone. Weôre 

busy and we love it. 
 

Weôre about to begin recruiting 2 

AmeriCorps Members to help with our 

construction program. They will begin 

in September and be with us for 10-11 

months helping shape our building 

processes and capacity to accommodate 

building 4 or even 5 houses per year. 
 

While all this is going on our ReStore 

is doing some amazing things under 

Tim Armstrongôs direction and the Re-

Store Operations Committeeôs guid-

ance. Sales have been good, donations 

of materials and supplies is strong and 

getting stronger each week. 
 

No matter your mood, no matter the 

weather, come on out and enjoy a great 

time on Friday, August 6th and Satur-

day, August 7th at the Blues and Brews 

Festival. You canôt beat the music, 

food, and fellowship of the Festival. 

The price is great, too ï $8 per day or 

both days for $14. 
 

And I canôt say enough about how ex-

citing it is to be the host site for the 

1,000th HOME. Come October 10th, 

weôll all be charged up by the thrill of 

having affiliates from across the State 

share with us at the dedication of the 

1,000th home and an evening of festivi-

ties afterward. Habitat is alive and well 

in Oregon. Letôs spread the good news, 

share the stories of families whose lives 

are being transformed, engage our 

friends and neighbors in this important 

community work.  

The excitement of building remains strong 

and the progress of construction on the 

Wilson/Bishop home have been really 

gratifying.  The tremendous volunteer ef-

forts of the 6 Apostle Build churches and 

Habitat ñregularsò have put the house 

ahead of schedule ïin wonderful position 

for completion in plenty of time to 

be ready for the 1000th HOME 

dedication ceremony set for Sun-

day afternoon, October 10th .  The 

dedication will be followed by a 

wonderful time of celebration hon-

oring the work of the 33 affiliates 

in Oregon.

With the founding of the first Habitat for 

Humanity affiliate in Oregon 25 years 

ago, the vision of building community 

through safe, decent, and affordable hous-

ing has grown in communities around the 

state, culminating in the current 33 Oregon 

affiliates.  In celebrating the first 1,000 

Habitat homes built in Oregon, affiliates 

have challenged ourselves to build the next
