Nepal is a country of approxi-
mately 26 million people with a
geographic area about the size of
Washington, Oregon and Cali-
fornia combined. It is, of
course, best known as the gate-
way to the Himalaya mountain
range, and is a mecca for hikers
and mountaineers the world
over. We met people from all
six inhabited continents in the
month I was there.

Nepal is also the third poorest
country in the world, with a very
restrictive caste society. This
society is undergoing a transfor-
mation as the Monarchy reign
ended in 2008 and has been re-
placed by a constitutional repre-
sentative government, currently
led by the
